CURZON BLOOMSBURY

Located in the grade Il listed Brunswick Centre just

off Russell Square, this historic arthouse cinema was
refurbished to the highest technology and design
specs. All screening rooms have Sony 4K projectors,
and the main screen is one of only a handful of
venues in central London to adopt Dolby Atmos sound
system.

The five screens are named after historic venues
operated by Curzon since 1934, including the Renoir.
There are bars on all three levels of the cinema.
